GENERAL BUSINESS:

Liza Park questioned the decision to print a production brochure instead of a productions booklet. Susan Dearnley replied that the brochure was introduced in response to COVID lockdowns which made the 2020 booklet an unusable expense. The brochure gives more flexibility for changes in productions due to any ongoing interruptions caused by COVID. Committee will consider all format options for the 2023 production calendar.

Liza Park expressed concern that Noosa Arts has lost access to a professional lighting engineer.  Frank Wilkie replied that Travis McFarlane is well appreciated and is designing the lighting for The Boy from Oz.  Also that Live Theatre, Production and Services teacher Peter Gorman from Noosa District High School, who has done lighting design and operation for other NAT productions, has expressed interest for his students to work on The Boy from Oz and Money and Friends to help ensure training and opportunities for new lighting design talent.
